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This study presents the first two stationeries made with visuals of St-Pierre and Miquelon.

The study shows interesting proofs and trials that led to the birth of these stationeries. Only few
known pieces.

The fisherman type shows the different kinds of stationeries: postcard, letter-card and envelope.
All known used are exhibited here.
The two major pieces remain the canceled copy "Ile-aux-Chiens" (small office on a neighboring
island near Saint-Pierre), and the variety with the triple impression of the center. These are French
colonies rarities.

The seagull type is a rare envelope. Very few copies are known. The five different pieces shown,
especially used, were a real challenge over thirty years.
The two major pieces remain the canceled copy « paquebot », a unique item, and the variety with
the dark blue, discovered by the exhibitor. These are French colonies rarities too.

The subject could not be enlarged and lends itself perfectly to the rules of the "1 frame".

Palmares

This exhibit won LG five times, and two single Grand Awards.
The best score obtained was 94 in 2017.
In 2023, the exhibit  was second in the European academy exhibits class and won the APS Special
Prize during the international show EUROPHIL-SPM 2023.
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
